* An update provided by
the Assam State Disaster
Management  Authority
(ASDMA) on Sunday night
said the eight people who
drowned or were washed
away since Saturday even-
ing included three
children.

“The authorities in 28
districts remain on high al-
ert as the Brahmaputra,
Barak, and other major riv-
ers are flowing above the
danger level.

Boy’s body recovered
Rescue workers recovered
the body of Avinash Sarkar

in the city’s Rajgarh locali-

ty, more than a kilometre
from where he was swept
away. His body was identi-
fied by his parents at the
Gauhati Medical College
and Hospital on Sunday
morning.

The boy went missing
about 11 p.m. on Thursday

when he fell into a fast-
flowing stormwater drain
after his father, a motor
mechanic, lost balance
while trying to ascend a
slushy incline on a {wo-
wheeler. The boy was rid-
ing  pillion on the
two-wheeler.

Animals in peril

Officials in central-eastern
Assam’s Kaziranga Nation-
al Park and Tiger Reserve
said the water level in the

1,307.49-sq. km rhino ‘do-

main dipped but 15 ani-
mals died during the last
24 hours.

So far, 129 animals have
died while trying to escape
from the flooded park to
the safety of the hills across
National Highway 715 skirt-
ing its southern fringes.
This included. six rhinos
and an otter pup.

The rest of the animals
killed were all hog deer,
two of them run over by
vehicles moving at speeds
beyond the limit of 40 km
per hour.

Of the park’s 233 anti-
poaching camps, 68 re-
main flooded while tour
others had to be vacated by
the forest guards.
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
