2.0 SYNOPTIC SITUATION:  as per IMD dated: 09.09.2022

 Southwest monsoon was normal over Coastal Karnataka and South Interior Karnataka &
active over North Interior Karnataka. Rainfall occurred at most places over Coastal
Karnataka & at many places over Interior Karnataka the State.

 The trough now runs from south Konkan to the Low Pressure Area over Westcentral &
adjoining Northwest Bay of Bengal off north Andhra Pradesh-south Odisha coasts across
North Interior Karnataka & south Telangana and extends upto 1.5 km above mean sea
level .

 The shear zone now runs roughly along Lat.15°N over South Peninsular India between 3.1
km & 7.6 km above mean sea level.

 The cyclonic circulation over Coastal Karnataka & neighbourhood between 1.5 km & 3.1
km above mean sea level has merged with the above shear zone & trough.
