25mm) is predicted in sub catchments of Indravathi and Sabari on Day 1 and
Manjira on Day 2 of Godavari Basin. Remaining catchments will receive very

light rainfall (0.1-10mm) for the remaining days.

Waterlevels may rise slowly in sub catchements of Godavari Basin. As Laxmi
